GSWC is seeking authorization from the California Public Utilities Commission
(Commission) to increase the water rates in its Bay Point CSA by $288,543 or 4.04% to offset
purveyor rate changes for purchased water costs.



Advice Letter No. 1928-W -2- November 28, 2023

Background
GSWC purchases water from the Contra Costa Water District (CCWD). On February 1, 2023

CMWD increased their water rates, resulting in an increase in supply expense of $283,062.

Revenues to cover the supply expense rate changes would also increase the uncollectible and
franchise fees expenses by $2,043 and $3,438, respectively, above the amounts currently
reflected in GSWC's rates.

As shown in the workpapers, an increase of $288,543 or 4.04% to Adopted Gross Revenue is
needed to offset the net supply costs increase in the Bay Point CSA.

Copies of detailed workpapers supporting the proposed rate increase and rate calculations
have been provided to the Commission Staff in accordance with Standard Practice U-27-W.

This advice letter is submitted with a Tier 1 designation. GSWC is requesting this filing
become effective January 1, 2024.

GSWC will notify its customers of this rate increase by placing a message on the
customer’s water bills that are generated after the increase goes into effect.

2. The relief requested in the AL would violate statute or Commission order, or is not
authorized by statute or Commission order on which the utility relies;

4. The relief requested in the AL is pending before the Commission in a formal
proceeding; or

5. The relief requested in the AL requires consideration in a formal hearing, or is
otherwise inappropriate for the AL process; or

6. The relief requested in the AL is unjust, unreasonable, or discriminatory, provided
that such a protest may not be made where it would require re-litigating a prior
order of the Commission.

A protest may not rely on policy objections to an AL where the relief requested in the AL
follows rules or directions established by statute or Commission order applicable to the
utility. A protest shall provide citations or proofs where available to allow staff to properly
consider the protest.
